A concise and factual abstract is required (no more than 100 words). The abstract should state briefly the purpose of the research, the principal results and the major conclusions. Use single line spacing. The font size should be Times New Roman, 12 points. Do not insert the section numbering here.

1. Introduction
The full papers presented at the conference will be published in the WCCEE2010 conference proceedings (CD). Please write your paper in good English (American or British usage is accepted, but not a mixture of these). Generally, the length of the paper should not exceed 8 printed pages. Your entire paper should be on A4 paper size.

Use single line spacing and wide (2.5 cm) margins. The font size should be Times New Roman, 12 points. Ensure that each new paragraph is clearly indicated. Number all pages consecutively. The page number should on the bottom of the pages and centered.
Please do not insert any header and footer on the pages with the conference name and dates.
For the section on Introduction, state the objectives of the work and provide an adequate background including a review of other literature on the subject. Do not include a summary of the work and results that you are presenting.

2.  Division of the paper
Divide your paper into clearly defined and numbered sections. Each heading should appear on its own separate line. The title of each section or subsection should be bold.
Leave a space of 12 point between 2 paragraphs.

3.  Experimental methods
Provide sufficient details to allow the work to be reproduced. Methods already published should be indicated by a reference.

4.  Units
Follow internationally accepted rules and conventions: use the international system of units (SI). If other quantities are mentioned, give their equivalent in SI.
5.  Results 
All tables and graphs should be described in the text, but results should not be presented both in tabular and graphical form.

6.  Tables and Figures
Tables should be numbered consecutively and given suitable captions and each table should begin on a new page. No vertical rules should be used. Footnote should be typed below the table and should be referred to by superscript lowercase letters. Inserting the tables and figures into the text, where appropriate, is acceptable.

7.  Conclusion
A short conclusion section is to be presented and should itemize specific outcomes of the research. The section numbering for Conclusion should be the last one.
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
